PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The overall objective of the training would be to provide EULEX Technicians who are required to work at height on communications towers and roof tops with the technical knowledge and practical skills required to do so in a manner which is safe to themselves, and also safe for other colleagues working with them. Each trainer should also learn basic first aide skills. 

There would be two training courses, held in Pristina, Kosovo. Each training course would be 5 days in length, with training days held consecutively in one working week. There would be a student to instructor ratio of 4:1. Each course would be for a maximum number of 8 students. So in total, 16 trainees would attend. 

The service provider shall be requested to have at its disposal two Professional working at height accredited trainers, with experience in teaching height safety for Telecoms and tall structures environment. Each of these experts shall have a minimum of five years experience teaching height safety.
The intended commencement date is May 2011.

CONDITIONS OF PARTICIPATION
A. 
Eligibility
Participation  is open to all legal persons participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers which are established in a Member State of the European Union, in an official candidate country, or a country that is a beneficiary of the Instrument for Pre-Accession Assistance, in a Member State of the European Economic Area, a country of the Western Balkans region or a contributing third State, as authorized by Council Joint Action 2008/124/CFSP of 04 February 2008 on EULEX KOSOVO. Participation is also open to international organizations. Participation of natural persons is directly governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.
B. 
Candidature:

All eligible natural and legal persons (as per item A above) or groupings of such persons (consortia) may apply. A consortium may be a permanent, legally-established grouping or a grouping which has been constituted informally for a specific tender procedure. All members of a consortium (i.e., the leader and all other members) are jointly and severally liable to the contracting authority.

The participation of an ineligible natural or legal person (as per item A) will result in the automatic exclusion of that person. In particular, if that ineligible person belongs to a consortium, the whole consortium will be excluded.

C.
Number of applications:

No more than 1 application can be submitted by a natural or legal person whatever the form of participation (as an individual legal entity or as leader or member of a consortium submitting an application). In the event that a natural or legal person submits more than 1 application, all applications in which that person has participated will be excluded

Selection of service providers to be invited to tender. 

1. Applicants shall submit proof documents (e.g. certificate of completion, letter of references) related to the 3 (three) major “trainings for working at height” that they have successfully performed in 2008 or 2009 or 2010.

2. On the basis of the applications received, between 4 to 8 candidates will be invited to submit detailed tenders if a procurement procedure was to be launched. 
3. If more than 8 eligible candidates meet the above selection criteria, a re-examination of the applications will be made in order to decrease the number of selected candidates down to eight. The only factor which will be taken into consideration during this re-examination is: “Total value in Euros of the three “trainings for working at height” listed by the applicant” (see point 1 above).
