Framework Contract for the Supply of Uniforms
Please find below the minutes of the information meeting related to the tender for the Supply of Uniforms that was organised on 04th of August 2010 from 15:00 hrs to 16:30 hrs, at EULEX Procurement Section, Farmed Building (conference room).
A. 
Overview of the Meeting.

The information meeting with the two companies present started at 15:00hrs. 

EULEX Procurement Section opened the meeting and reminded about procedural rules for the submission of the offers and clarified the Instructions to Tenderers (ITT) : 

· Deadline for submission of offers: 14th of September 2010 at 15:00. 

· The Framework Contract shall have a maximum of one year duration and the Contracting Authority will have no obligation to purchase all the estimated quantities.
· Each tenderer is required to submit at no charge to the Contracting Authority a sample of ALL items for the lot(s) tendered (see & 11 of the ITT. 

· Each tenderer is required to submit a fully detailed technical proposal related to all ancillary services (i.e. measures of personnel for a correct fit of the uniforms), see & 11 of the ITT.
· No additional cost than the unit-prices specified in the tenderer’s financial offer may be later invoiced to EULEX Kosovo. The cost for the ancillary services (measures of  personnel for a correct fit of the uniforms)  shall NOT be mentioned as a cost in the financial offer and that it shall never appear on any invoice during the implementation period of the contract,. I.e.  the estimated cost for these ancillary services shall be deemed to have been estimated by the contractor  at the time of the submission of its financial offer and integrated into its financial proposal related to the unit price for the items.
· The financial offer shall be calculated on a basis of DDU
  for the supplies and ancillary services tendered. The use of other incorterms (e.g. DDP),  would lead to the immediate rejection of the offer.

Additional/Complementary Information on Items.

Please find below the technical points for which more clarifications were provided during the information meeting:

Lot 1/Item 1: Ski Hat
· The ski hat should be of wool (e.g. stretch material) with an inner waterproof membrane to fit any size head.
· On the fold up there should be a sewed EU badge of approx. 3.5 cm.
LOT 1/Item 2: ¾  length Jacket                   

· Both outer and inner jacket should have zips on both sides to allow access to the weapon.

· On the back of the jacket is a fold up flap that can be let down to reveal the inscription ‘Customs’ or ‘Correctional’ this flap should also be able to be fixed when open with Velcro tabs. 
· Pockets should have two Velcro fastening (not one central Velcro fastening).
· Lining of the outer jacket  should be wool like and for the inner it should be a cotton mesh material.

· Both outer and inner jackets should have epaulets and the Velcro round patch on the left upper sleeve.
· The fold out hood is retained in the collar of the jacket, in the sample shown it was kept in by a zip fastener; however, it could be kept in place by the use of bottons.

LOT 1/Item 3: Jacket/Rain Coat
· The length of the jacket should be just below the knee.

· Zips on both sides to allow access to the weapon.
· Velcro round patch on the left upper sleeve.
LOT 1/Item 4: Over trousers 

· Zip in the lower leg to allow the trouser to fit over the boot. (approx. 20 cm)

· Embroidered EU badge on the flap of the side pockets on both sides diameter approx 3.5cm.

· Waist adjustment method by either elastic or buttons.

· Side pockets need to be positioned just below the hip pockets.

LOT 1/Item 5: Winter trousers with reflective strips

· The reflective strip should be 12 cm from the bottom of the trousers legs. One strip approx. 4 cm wide.

· Waist adjustment method by either elastic or buttons.

· Side pockets need to be positioned just below the hip pockets.

· The front should have a sewn in crease.

· The flap on each of the side pockets should have an Embroidered EU badge approx. 3.5 cm wide.

LOT 1/Item 6: Winter trousers without reflective strips

· Waist adjustment method by either elastic or buttons.

· Side pockets need to be positioned just below the hip pockets.

· The front should have a sewn in crease.

· The flap on each of the side pockets should have an Embroidered EU badge approx. 3.5 cm wide.

LOT 1/Item 7: Summer trousers

· Waist adjustment method by either elastic or buttons.

· Side pockets need to be positioned just below the hip pockets.

· The front should have a sewn in crease.

· The flap on each of the side pockets should have an Embroidered EU badge approx. 3.5 cm wide.
LOT 1/Item 8: Waistcoat

· Embroidered EU badge on front of the left chest pocket approx. 5 cm.
LOT 1/Item 10: Pullover

· Velcro on the left sleeve approx 4 cm diameter.
LOT 1/Item 11: Shirt Long Sleeved

· Add a Velcro on the left sleeve approx 4 cm diameter.

LOT 1/Item 12: Shirt Short Sleeved

· Add a Velcro on the left sleeve approx 4 cm diameter.
LOT 1/Item 15: Blazer type Jacket

· 2 small and 1 large spare buttons to be supplied with each item.
LOT 1/Item 17: Tie

· A full length tie is required
