2. In the case we need to submit the agreement between the Contractor and the Subcontractor, there is any specific template to be used or we are free to use ours.
3. In Annex I "General Conditions", Art. 6 - Subcontracting, it is indicated that the Contractor shall not subcontract without the prior written authorization of the Contracting Authority. The elements of the contract to be subcontracted and the identity of the subcontractors shall be notified to the Contracting Authority. The CA shall notify the Contractor of its decision within 30 days of receiving the notification, stating its reasons if authorization is withheld (Art. 6.2).

My Question is if we need to have the authorization by the Contracting Authority before submitting the tender or we need it only in the case we win the tender. 


	1.  For tenderers intending to subcontract tasks the tenderer shall include at the time of submission of the offer a statement regarding the content and extent of subcontracting envisaged. 

The statement shall also indicate the identity and country of origin of the sub contractor in accordance with article 3.3. of the instructions to tenderers. 

2. The agreement between the Contractor and the Subcontractor may be supplied on free format. 

3. Tenderers, at this stage are just required to submit with their offer,   the above mentioned statement. 

No such authorization from the Contracting Authority is required before the submission of tenders.
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
