	Are the general conditions and special conditions of the contract negotiable? 
	The answer is NO.

Any request at the time of tendering (with the offer), i.e. after the deadline for submission of offers,  to negotiate or amend the general and special conditions would lead to the rejection of the entire offer in accordance with article 20.1 of the instructions to tenderers. 

Any request to negotiate the general and special conditions after the award approval i.e. any refusal to sign the contract without amendments, would lead to the application of the provisions of article 21.6 of the instruction to tenders. i.e.

If the successful tenderer fails to sign and return the contract and any financial guarantee required within 30 days after receipt of notification, the Contracting Authority may consider the acceptance of the tender to be cancelled without prejudice to the Contracting Authority’s right to seize the guarantee, claim compensation or pursue any other remedy in respect of such failure, and the successful tenderer will have no claim whatsoever on the Contracting Authority.

	Can Financial offers be calculated on another basis than DDU e.g. DDP?   

	DDU is mandatory Incoterm. 

The use of other Incoterms than DDU, would lead to the entire offer being rejected as administratively non compliant, in accordance with article 20.1 of the instructions to tenderers.

	We manufacture and sell MARS (Mobile Adjustable Ramp Systems).  Your tender includes a MARS; however we do not manufacture APC’s at this time.  

Please advise whether we should respond to your tender directly for the MARS only or ask to sub under an APC manufacturer.


	Tenderers CANNOT tender for part of a lot e.g. only for the MARS.

Under no circumstances can tenders for part of the quantities required be taken into consideration, therefore, offers must include all items and ancillary services.(See article 7 of the ITT).
Tenderers may make use of sub-contracting, or form a consortium to offer the items and/or to provide the ancillary services (see article 3 of the ITT for details).

Participation in tendering is open to all legal persons participating either individually or in a grouping (consortium) of tenderers which are established in a Member State of the European Union, in an official candidate country, or a country that is a beneficiary of the IPA (Instrument for Pre-Accession Assistance), in a Member State of the European Economic Area, a country of the Western Balkans region or a contributing third State to EULEX Kosovo, as authorized by Council Joint Action 2008/124/CFSP of 04 February 2008 on EULEX KOSOVO. Participation is also open to international organizations. Participation of natural persons is directly governed by the specific instruments applicable to the programme under which the contract is financed.

	 In reviewing the technical specifications  of the required vehicles, we would like your assistance in clearing the feasibility of a vehicle having 18m3 capacity with 3700Kg payload (Lot1) – are these measures mandatory?
	Answer: the entire inside cabin from back to front (including driver and navigator cabin) must not be smaller than 18m3.
The capacity of about 18m3 is a result of the measures of the vehicle. If the vehicle size is not big enough to reach the 18m3 it will not be technically compliant. 
It is our understanding that payload is a weight issue and capacity is a size issue which not necessarily has to exclude each other. The requested figures are minimum requirements and can be exceeded.
If the inside cabin size is 4 m long 2 m high and 2 m wide the capacity gives 16 m3. The required capacity of 18m3 therefore is a result of an inside cabin size of at least 4,5x2x2 or equal. While the passenger cabin size has to be sized to fit 10 operators in full outfit and additional equipment as mentioned in the specifications the entire inside cabin from back to front (including driver and navigator cabin) must not be smaller than 18m3.  
It will depend on the total Length/Width/Height of the vehicle if the requirement will be fulfilled or not as the manufacturer may have the ability of flexible construction of the wheelbase to adjust the size of the cabin to the required capacity. 18m3 is a flexible size that allows the manufacturer playing with the overall vehicle measures.

	Must the vehicle be capable to be moved safely by one person only (driver)? 
	The answer is: YES.

The operation of the offered vehicle must NOT require 2 people to move it safely (driver and navigator) e.g. due to Security reasons, internal Transport regulations and/or the natural sight limitations of the offered vehicle.

Vehicles requiring 2 people to be moved safely will be rejected as technically non complaint.

	Is there an APC that you prefer?  If so, can you tell which one?


	The answer is: NO.
To be declared compliant, the offered APC must meet the minimum requirements of the technical specifications (see article 20 of the ITT for details).
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
